Japan-Brazil Exchange Year & Keio University 150th Anniversary 
Commemorative Event of the 100th Anniversary of Japanese Immigration to Brazil  
Keio University and Waseda University baseball teams will tour 

Brazil to play in Sokei-sen (Waseda ï Keio Baseball Game) 
 
As the first modern comprehensive higher education institution in Japan, Keio University 
is celebrating its 150th anniversary in 2008.  
International cultural exchange between Japan and Brazil through baseball started in the 
1920s, and has played a significant role within the Japanese community in Brazil. In 1958, 
which was the year of the 50th anniversary of Japanese immigration, Waseda University 
baseball team visited Brazil. Since, university baseball teams have visited Brazil on 
similar occasions for international cultural exchange, such as Meiji University on the 70th 
anniversary, Keio University on the 80th anniversary and both Keio University and 
Waseda University on the 90th anniversary. 
This year, to commemorate the 100th anniversary of Japanese immigration to Brazil, Keio 
University and Waseda University baseball teams will tour Brazil to play with the national 
team of Brazil and to play in Sokei-sen (Waseda ï Keio Baseball Game).  
At the same time, from 16 August to 20 August 2008, the Faculty of Law and the School 
of Medicine will jointly host the ñInternational Symposium to commemorate the 100th 
anniversary of Japanese Immigration to Brazil and 150th anniversary of Keio Universityò 
at the University of Sao Paulo.  
The relationship between Keio University and Brazil is based on the history of Japanese 
immigration to Brazil, and Keio graduates and others related to Keio have contributed to 
creating and developing the Japanese community in Brazil (described in more detail 
below).  
The baseball games and symposium that will be held to commemorate the 100th 
anniversary of Japanese immigration to Brazil and 150th anniversary of Keio University 
will further enhance Japan-Brazil exchange. Both events are accredited by the 
Japan-Brazil Year of Exchange sponsored by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan.

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Keio University and Brazil 
  The history of relationship between Keio University and Brazil overlaps with the history 
of Japanese immigration to Brazil. In 1908, one month before the first emigrant ship 
ñKasatomaruò arrived at the port of Santos, Yuzaburo Yamagata (entered Keio University 
in 1880) arrived at the port of Rio de Janeiro. Also, Ryo Mizuno, who arranged the first 
emigration of 781 people on ñKasatomaruò and also known as the ñfather of emigrationò, 
is a Keio graduate.  
Since then, Keio University has had deep relationships with Brazil, not only in the field of 
sports, but also in education and research.  
 

1. History of Keio University and Brazil in sports  
Exchange between Keio graduates (who were members of the athletic league) and 

Brazil started before World War Ⅱ  through the pole vault. After the war, more 

exchanges have been made through tennis, sailing, volleyball, baseball and etc. 
 
2. Exchange between Keio University School of Medicine and Brazil 
In August 1930, Shizuo Hosoe, a graduate of Keio University School of Medicine, was 
sent to Brazil as a contract doctor for the Foreign Ministry. In July 1978, 4 medical 
students were sent to Brazil as the first delegation of the International Medical 
Association. This activity has continued, and this year, the 31st delegation has left 
Japan on 12 July for a 51 day trip to Brazil and other countries. 
 
3. Exchange between Keio University Faculty of Law and Brazil 
Since the establishment of a partnership agreement between the Faculty of law of Keio 
University and the University of Sao Paulo*, academic exchanges have been made. 
Since the establishment of the agreement, a faculty member of Keio University has 
always taught Japanese law at the Faculty of Law of the University of Sao Paulo. At 
the same time, it has become customary for law specialists from Brazil to deliver a 
lecture at Keio University when visiting Japan.  
 
4. International Symposium to commemorate the 100th anniversary of Japanese 

Immigrat ion to Brazil and 150th anniversary of Keio University 
A symposium will be held at the University of Sao Paulo from 16 August to 20 August 
2008. The Faculty of Law will participate on the theme of consumer protection law, 
immigration law and trade law, and the School of Medicine on the theme of 
gastroenterology, dermatology, infections and tropical diseases. Papers will be 
presented and discussions will be held from the viewpoints of both Japan and Brazil.  
 

(*) A partnership agreement was signed in 1981 between the Faculty of Law of Keio 
University and the University of Sao Paulo. In 1993 the School of Medicine of both 
universities signed a partnership agreement, and in 2000, Keio University and the 
University of Sao Paulo signed an overall partnership agreement.
