== Earthquake

®|n principle, you must remain at the
university without attempting to
return home if you are on university
grounds following a large
earthquake registering a seismic
intensity of lower 5 on the
Japanese seismic scale.

o|f you are inside a building, you must
not blindly go outside (the school
buildings are quakeproofed).

®You must obey university
instructions as to whether or not
you should return home, waiting
areas, picking up any emergency
stockpiles, or any other precautions
or announcements.

éllf You Spot a Fire

e Shout “Fire!” to let those around
you know.

®Press the nearest fire alarm.

e Distance yourself from the source
of the fire and evacuate outside.
Never use elevators.
