Academic journals, 
mainly located on the 
1st floor, are arranged 
in alphabetical order 
by title. Mostly foreign 
journals are available 
via our website. KeioID
is required to use 
electronic resources.
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Academic books are 
shelved on the 2nd floor. 
You can also request
books held by other Keio 
libraries.
